The 43rd Annual General Body Meeting of Inland Fisheries Society of India was organised in Central Inland Fisheries Research Institute Campus, Barrackpore on 29th May 2013 under the Chairmanship of the President, Prof. A. P. Sharma.

K. Behera were present in the meeting apart from the Fellow Members and members of the Society. Besides, Dr. B. N. Pal, Dr. R. N. Mondal from CIFA, and Mr. A. Hajra of CIFRI also attended the meeting.

 Dr. P. Das, Vice President, Dr. (Mrs.) Krishna Mitra, Secretary, Dr. N. P. Shrivastava, Joint Secretary could not attend the meeting due of some unavoidable circumstances. Dr. P. K. Katiha, Business Manager due to his transfer to Delhi and engagement there, could not attend the meeting. 

             Dr. Sajina A. M., while extending a warm welcome to the august gathering present on the occasion, requested the President to preside over the meeting. 

The President, Prof. A. P. Sharma, in his welcome address expressed satisfaction on the smooth functioning of the Society and improved quality of publication of journal. He appreciated the co-operation rendered by IFSI in organizing the Seminars during the financial year. 

Prof. N. C. Datta expressed his satisfaction on the quality of the journal and stated that though the journal is almost at par with the international quality, still there is scope for improvement and expressed all his good wishes and blessings to the Society. Dr. M. Sinha while appreciating the functioning of the Society expressed his satisfaction on the seminars conducted and increased financial assistance, the society is receiving from ICAR for printing of journal.

Dr. Samata, presented the Annual report on behalf of the Secretary. He informed that during the period (2012-2013) the Society jointly organized 2 mega events: 1) ‘Health and Fisheries of the major river ecosystems of India with emphasis on River Ganga’ in collaboration with CIFRI and AEHMS, Canada during 5-6 January, 2013, along with the celebration of the Centenary Year of Indian Science Congress at Kolkata and 2) ‘Congress on Public-Private Partnership in aquaculture and culture based Fisheries 2012’ in Collaboration with CIFRI and PAF during 9-11 February, 2013 at CIFRI, Barrackpore. 

Both the events were very successful. Participants from different parts of the country and abroad attended these seminars. During these occasions Dr. M. Munawar, Chief Editor, AEHMS and Dr. P. Jayashankar, Director, CIFA were honoured with the prestigious Fellowship of IFSI (FIFSI). Two Fellowships were also conferred on Dr. U. K. Sarkar and Dr. A. K. Singh, Pr. Scientists of NBFGR, Lucknow.

During this period the Society published its current Journal, Volume 44 (I & 2), 2012. 

The total strength of members at present is 685 including Life 623, Annual 35, Student 17 and Institutional 10. 

Dr. Suresh, Editor-in-Chief, informed the house that the National Academy of Agricultural Sciences, New Delhi, graded the Journal of Inland Fisheries Society of India with a rating of 4.3 on a scale of 1-10 from January, 2011. He requested the members of Editorial Committee to extend their cooperation in further improving the quality of the journal.

Dr. Samanta placed before the house the detailed statement of accounts and audited report of the Society for the financial year 2011-2012 and it was accepted by the house. 

He invited suggestions for increasing the contribution of  life members due to increase in cost of printing. In this regard Dr. Sinha advised to inform the old life members (more than 10 years) to renew their life membership paying an amount Rs. 1000/-.

After a detailed discussion, the revision of Membership fee was proposed to compensate the cost of printing, postage and office expenditure, as given below:

                         These rates will be effective from 1st June, 2013 onwards.
